This was 
especially fitting as Shaun’s 
sons Curtis and Alex 
played such a pivotal role 
in this victory. 

Shaun himself won several Montagu Cup finals (pictured 
below, far left, in 1986 for Swinton Athletic).  He is 
potentially the youngest Mont winner—aged just 16 for 
Main Street in 1983.

 Podmore & Duggan 

Gary Podmore suffered a broken 
leg in the 2019 abandoned final.  
He was on the mend for the 
rearranged tie.  

Just over 5 weeks since the horrific 
injury, it was a touching moment 
to see Gary  join captain Dan 
Patterson, in collecting Joker's 5th 
trophy of the season and their first 
ever Montagu Cup. 

Sadly, Gary has been unable to 
resume his football career.  

Ross Duggan’s 4-goal haul equals 
the all-time Mont record set by 
Sidney Dawson for Kilnhurst Town 
in 1914.  



2020 : Swinton Athletic  5 Westville 2 

It was over 30 years since Swinton Athletic had lifted the 
Montagu Cup.  The 2020 win was their SEVENTH, putting 
them level with Wombwell Main and Mexborough Main 
Street.  

The match was played behind closed doors at the Queens 
United ground, West Melton.  Westville took the lead but 
goals from Mitchell 2, Guarini, Wilkinson & Wilkinson 
turned the game.  

2019 : Joker 6  Wombwell Main 0 

Four goals from Ross Duggan and a brace from Steve 
McDonnell helped Joker to crown an outstanding season to 
win the 120th Montagu Cup.  This winning margin equalled 
the post-war record set by Swinton Athletic.  

The final was a replay, with the first match abandoned after 
the shocking double leg-break for Joker's Gary Podmore 
before half-time - with Joker 2 - 0 up.  Ryan Smyth and Dan 
Patterson (penalty) with goals before chaotic scenes after 
the injury led to 3 dismissals for Wombwell Main.
